At the end of a year with many 
ups and downs, For Goodness 
Sake (which AWP is a member 
of) held its most successful  
Holiday House to date.

The services offered by AWP 
are expected to be a continuing 
community need in the years to 
come, but staff and volunteers 
are prepared to meet rising   
demand while holding firm its 
high standards of service.

At times, 2009 was a challenging 
year for A Woman’s Place, and 
2010 is shaping up to be just as 
eventful in many respects.  In 
2009, AWP decided to close 
down its Outreach office and 
focus on core services offered 
through the Shelter.  This      
decision came as economic  
struggles increased, and AWP 
determined that it needed to  
conserve resources in order to 
continue offering vital programs 
available to victims and survivors 
of domestic violence.   
 

All services offered by AWP 
remain free of charge, and the 
program operates on a 24/7 
schedule, which in 2009 allowed 
far more victims to seek services 
than would have been possible 
otherwise.  These services,  
including shelter for women and 
children, counseling services, 
legal advocacy, safety planning, 
and a 24 hour crisis line for  
support, were offered to 
shelter clients, those with a safe 
place to stay but lacking support, 
and those victims unable to leave 

their abusive situations. 
 

In 2009, AWP witnessed a nearly 
80% increase in the number of 
phone calls received over 2008, 
and a marked increase in the  
volume of services needed by 
each client (over 30%).  In  
response to the increased range of 
support needed by victims 
throughout 2009, AWP staff 
worked together with local  
agencies to locate additional  
resources, allowed longer lengths 
of stay on a case by case basis, 
and found creative ways to meet 
growing client needs.  
 

Throughout 2009 the community 
and funders made it possible for 
AWP to provide these services to  
victims/survivors of domestic 
violence.  While many agencies, 
including AWP, received  
reductions in funding, there was 
what could be described as a  
herculean effort made by Friends 
of AWP, AWP’s Board of Direc-
tors, volunteers and donors to 
support AWP through it all.
